Some apps give instant feedback so 

that learners can correct mistakes quickly. 

They may also change privacy settings to 

avoid sharing posts with unknown users. 

Technology is most useful when it has a clear aim. Schools introduce digital tools so that students can learn more 

independently, not simply because the tools are new.
