Many students dream about the future. If they had more time, they would learn new skills such as coding, 

photography or public speaking. 

Some learners say that if they could travel abroad, they would improve their English and become more independent. 

Others would prefer to stay close to family. 

The second conditional is useful for discussing ambitions. If a student were more confident, they might apply for a 

leadership role, volunteer project or part-time job. 

3. Notice the pattern 

Use the second conditional for imaginary or unlikely present/future situations: if + past simple, would/could/might + 

infinitive. 

Use Form / signal Example 

If clause past simple If I had more time, 

Result clause would + infinitive I would learn a new skill. 

Possibility could/might + infinitive I might apply for a scholarship. 

Formal be If I were... If I were older, I would travel alone.

Notes for checking 

1. If clause: past simple - If I had more time, 

2. Result clause: would + infinitive - I would learn a new skill. 

3. Possibility: could/might + infinitive - I might apply for a scholarship. 

4. Formal be: If I were... - If I were older, I would travel alone.
