3. Notice the pattern 

Use should have + past participle to talk about a past mistake or a better action that did not happen. 

Use Form / signal Example 

Regret should have + past participle I should have revised earlier. 

Negative criticism 
shouldn't have + past 

participle 
We shouldn't have ignored the advice. 

Past possibility could have + past participle She could have given more detail. 

Reflection learn from past action They should have planned their answer.

Notes for checking 

1. Regret: should have + past participle - I should have revised earlier. 

2. Negative criticism: shouldn't have + past participle - We shouldn't have ignored the advice. 

3. Past possibility: could have + past participle - She could have given more detail. 

4. Reflection: learn from past action - They should have planned their answer.
